Away up in the air, high above the noise of the city streets, a great steel
beam swung slowly and carefully through space. Inch by inch the powerful
crane lowered it into place, under the direction of the keen-eyed foreman, who
barked out a constant stream of orders to his men.

In the United States
the most noted places where iron ore is found are the Mesaba Range, in the Lake
Superior region, and the great Iron Mountain in Missouri, although there are
large mines in Pennsylvania, Ohio and Alabama.

I wish, boys, that you could have been with me this summer and seen the
big steam shovels plunging down and ripping and tearing into Old Mother
Earth, then swinging back again with their big shovels full of iron ore, and
dumping them into cars.

But that was only the beginning, remember. After being loaded into the
cars and ships it is taken to the big Blast Furnaces, where it is melted and re-
fined, and then while it is a red-hot liguid, air is forced through it, by great
blowing engines, which converts it into liquid steel, and then it is run out into
molds. Afterward it is reheated and worked up into rails, rods, sheets, etec.
